[bookmark: _GoBack]Students will spend four weeks in Rome working on projects with professional teams from The United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization. Students will spend 20 to 30 hours per week on their projects, utilizing the classroom and meeting space in the ISU College of Design's facility and meeting with the FAO professional teams as needed. Professional team meetings will be determined according to their schedules upon meeting with the students in Rome. Students will have several field trips that will be organized around the FAO meetings and will be relevant to the project content. Examples of field trips include meetings with the US Mission to the UN Agencies, conferences in Rome with agricultural topics, and visits to local farms or food/agribusinesses.
